Praying Ministries. We have a prayer chain here at the church that has been in operation
for a number of years.

Becky Rish, our church treasurer and part-time secretary sends regular e-mails to persons
who are ready and willing to pickup those prayer concerns.

A specia mention should be made of one of the Lighthouse worship team members,
Erica Dodson who leads in prayer during 9:45 a.m. and the very touching way she leadsin
prayer.

Caring Ministries. Currently six persons meet with me on the first Wednesday of the
month to receive assignments to visit members who are confined to their homes or in care
centers. We can always enlarge our visitation teams, and invite anyone who may feel
called to this caring ministry to let either me or Mary Dell Nisbet know.

Caring greeting cards are aways ready for you to sign following our worship services
and may be found on atable labeled “ Caring Corner” in the narthex. This caring ministry
was begun by Ann Underwood and over 100 cards have been sent to members who have
been hospitalized.

our care calls made by Millie Leone. Millie receives the names of
members who have made prayer requests and she follows up on the
telephone by inquiring of the condition of the ones being prayed for
and offers to pray with persons over the phone as appropriate.

The final caring note simply comes as a request for you to call the church office if
you know of someone from the church family who is hospitalized. The area hospitals
no longer contact the churches, so the only way we can know is through a family
member or friend who calls.
